NOTES OF THE MEETING 

at Burneside Church Rom on Monday 25th June 2007 

Present:

Apologies were received from Barbara Nelson and John Preston.

The meeting opened with prayer.

1.
The Notes of the previous Standing Committee were accepted.  The Minutes of the Deanery Synod on 22nd March were signed (as they had not been available on 23rd June).  There were no Matters Arising.  

2.
It was felt that the Deanery Synod on Saturday had been very positive, even though it was poorly attended.  

3.
The next meeting of Deanery Synod would include a presentation on the results of the Buildings Audit completed earlier in the year.  The main topic would be further discussion on the new Share scheme.  We agreed that, once the total requirement for the Deanery was known, the Team or Group should probably be the forum for discussion and deciding the individual parish offers.  Various leaflets are awaited which will give much more information.  When these are available, the information should be shared as widely as possible.

The individual Share payments for 2007 were looked at and we considered the reasons why some parishes had not yet made any payment.

Tim and Nigel spoke about the Deanery Mission with a bishop, scheduled for 5th to 12th October 2008, with a focus being a Deanery Confirmation Service on Sunday the 12th   No other Confirmation services would be arranged in the deanery in 2008, thus making it a major event for the deanery.  He encouraged churches to get engaged, seriously planning and praying already.  Again it was suggested that the Teams/Groups be the arena for planning mission events during the week.  Activities should also be planned before the mission to generate interest.  It might be appropriate for parishes/teams to run introductory courses - Emmaus, Alpha, 'Lost for Words'.  Perhaps two people from each Team could be trained, who could then train people in the parishes.  


It was agreed Tim Harmer and Mary Brown should visit each PCC; the Chapter should be informed and a letter sent out signed by Nigel, Barbara, May and Tim.  

People could be encouraged to write a theme prayer for the Mission, and/or design a logo for the week. A newsletter/information bulletin could be produced and information put on the web site during the run up to the Mission.  

Nigel would book Holy Trinity Kendal for the Confirmation Service as soon as possible.  It was noted this was round the time when harvest is celebrated, and maybe that theme could be included somehow.  

6.
John Chandler reported slow progress in visiting different types of worship services.  He was still seeking someone to help him.  

7.
Under Discipleship, Angela and Mary had a number of resources in the deanery which could be listed and reviewed on the web site.  

8.
Youth  Annette spoke about the change in the youth work in Arnside, now called 'Fusion', following Walk Cumbria; and the change of time of the meetings of 'All God's Children' to a weekday, immediately after school.

Any Other Business  

a.
Nigel suggested that we reduce the number of Synod meetings in 2008 to two, in view of the likelihood of extra meetings to do with the new Share scheme.  24th April and 30th October were selected.

b.
Geoffrey Wragg was confirmed as our Deanery facilitator for the new Share Scheme and discussions with teams/parishes.

c.
A deanery digest with items for prayer was suggested to provide more information for the person in the pew.
